Presentation regarding Ambulance District by Central Fire District: Central Fire Commis-
sioner Roger Anderson spoke to council regarding Jefferson County creating an ambulance dis-
trict. The ambulance district would provide BLS (basic life support) and ALS (advanced live sup-
port) trained EMT'S and paramedics to the county from Roberts to Ririe. The county cunently
has on ambulance staffed with volunteer EMT'S but they would like to add two more ambu-
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taxes. Commissioner Anderson said that he would like the council to pass a resolution that
would allow them to ask the city's citizens on the district ballot in May 2024.

Update on Water Facility Planning Study/Emerging Contaminates: Jaden Jackson reported
that Keller Associates the water study will be to Departmenl of Environmental Quality (DEO) by
the end of next week. They are waiting on cost estimates for the pro.lect and it will go for final
review before it is submitted. The Emerging Contaminates design contract will be ready for next
month for approval. Taci Stoddard said she is still working with DEQ to complete their require-
ments for funding.

Update on Wastewater Project: A pre-construction meeting was held last week. Construction
will begin the first or second week of January. Two sections of line have been omitted due to
cost. Ine sections wr be addeo to phase z.

Update on Mustang Park Project: Jaden said that Mountain West Precast has been notified
and working with Ron to fix some toilet issues. Sod will be laid in the spring. Painting of the bas-
ketball and pickleball court will be done. The project will be over by about $2500 this is mainly
due to a change order that occurred because a failing and corroding septic system was found,
while digging the new sewer line, and need to be removed for public safety. The city will use
