The City
received an Emerging Contaminants grant. The grant will require specific regulations, such as
Davis-Bacon wages, because of the regulations the city will need to procure engineering and
administrative services.

The grant is a $4.4 million grant to mitigate the manganese in the city's drinking water.

Taci said offered a timeline for the proposal advertising and due date of July 31,2024.
