2 bids came in
at under $100,000. The bids are being gone through to ensure that all the requirements have
been met and the bid should be ready for award at the next city council meeting. The finat
design will begin after the bid is awarded.

Maintenance Report: Mayor Berlin said that walkways at intersections are being painted, new
water meters are being put rn throughout the city, the annual Department of Environmental
Quality sanitary inspection was completed, the city has purchased a new used plow truck.
