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Ursula Benkenstein, 2862 E 634 N, testified that she is the only person that lives at her home and that
she doesn't use that much sewer or water. She is on Medicare.

President Sanchez answered that the city council recognizes that the increase is significant and the
decision to increase the sewer and water rates was not taken lightly The council understands that the
increase may be a strain on residents.

Dale Bums, 2868 E 650 N, "I know that the prices oltaking care of the water has gone up because

you've hired somebody new. Ifyou're on city council l'm not really too in favor cuz everything else is
hard to get by with."

Sally Lounsbury,2874E 627 N, "Can we take money from city funds until Ron is certified then don't
renew contract with Mountain West?"

Discussion. The licensing requirements has increased. The time it would take for an individual to obtain
all ofthe training necessary would take 8-12 years. It would also take up to 6 individual operators to
meet the federal requirements for a level three facility. An average annual salary is about $90,000.
